     Wire One Technologies, Inc. (NASDAQ: WONE), a provider of video
communications solutions, today announced that its award-winning
Glowpoint network, in conjunction with the Video Development
Initiative (ViDe) and the Internet2 network, successfully co-hosted a
1.5-hour, 93-endpoint video conference for the H.323 Forum. The video
conference was held in connection with SuperOP!, the International
Multimedia Telecommunications Consortium's (IMTC) annual testing event
for the interoperability of rich media products based on open
standards.
     The videoconference was the first such IMTC-sanctioned event ever
hosted over an Internet Protocol (IP) network. Chaim Fried, Wire One's
Senior Network Architect, was a featured speaker during the call,
which focused on "H.323 through Firewalls and NATs."
     The IMTC (www.imtc.org) is an international community of companies
working together to facilitate the availability of real-time,
rich-media communications between people in multiple locations around
the world. The H.323 Forum (www.h323forum.org) was created under the
auspices of the IMTC as a subcommittee to address a growing industry
need to promote H.323 protocol awareness. Its membership is drawn from
all segments of the rich media industry.
     The successful 1.5-hour video conference featured over 93
simultaneously connected points located in over ten countries. Wire
One provided bridging services, streaming services and a Glowpoint
circuit for the conference. Its Glowpoint network hosted 21 of the
participating endpoints and connected another 20 endpoints through its
streaming solution. The Company also made five of its
videoconferencing rooms available to IMTC members who did not have a
Glowpoint connection of their own.
     The Video Development Initiative (ViDe) (www.vide.net), which
works closely with the Internet2 advanced networking consortium
(www.internet2.edu), co-hosted the conference, linking 52 of the
participating endpoints on its virtual data network that spans over 80
H.323 zones. ViDe is an organization formed to promote the deployment
of digital video in research and higher education.
     The Company estimates the video conference attracted approximately
200 participants, including approximately 60-70 participants from
SuperOp!, held this year in Portland, Oregon.
     Larry Schessel, president of the H.323 Forum, commented, "Those of
us in the rich media community have come to expect the highest quality
video from IP networks like Glowpoint and ViDeNet. But video quality
from this worldwide videoconference far surpassed our performance
expectations. Wire One and ViDeNet's ability to deliver high quality
connections over such a wide scale is a showcase of everything this
technology can deliver."
     "Wire One's direct involvement and support of the IMTC-H.323 Forum
reflects our commitment to creating a truly dependable and high
quality network by taking the lead in addressing key issues facing our
industry, like IP-based dialing plans and integration with voice- and
video-over-IP networks," concluded Mike Brandofino, Wire One's Chief
Technical Officer. "To be asked to co-host the H.323 Forum's first
meeting conducted over IP video, as well as to have our network's
chief architect be one of the presenters, is a great endorsement of
our leadership position in IP video conferencing."
